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Introduction

Soil is dying. Soil extinction is the most dangerous threat that humanity
faces today — one that has resulted in hunger, violence, poverty and
death in many parts of the world. But with the rapid pace of soil
degradation, this could soon catapult us into a global disaster of
unprecedented proportions.

To draw the world's attention to the crisis of soil, Sadhguru launched the
Conscious Planet-Save Soil global movement. As part of the movement,
in March 2022, Sadhguru undertook an arduous 100-day, 30,000 km lone
motorcycle journey from London to southern India, covering 27 countries
across Europe, Central Asia, Middle East, and India. Sadhguru met with
leaders and citizens in each country to appeal for national policies and
action to increase soil organic matter to a minimum of 3-6% based on
regional conditions. His aim was to create public awareness, as it is only
with people's vocal support that nations can effectively implement soil-
friendly policies.

We are happy to share that Save Soil has reached over 4 billion people,
making it the world's largest people’'s movement. With the support

of governments, organizations, influencers, celebrities, media and the
citizens, it has led to a decisive shift in terms of countries all around the
world taking purposive steps to revitalize soil. Eighty-one nations have
expressed their commitment to regenerate soil.

Although the scale of the challenge we face is massive, right now, it is
still within our reach to turn back from the brink of global disaster and
ensure the wellbeing of our children. Let us make it happen.

Save Soil experts were engaged at the International Conference on
the Social, Economic and Institutional Aspects of Land and Ecosystem
Restoration of the G20 Global Land Initiative in Bengaluru in April 2023.

At the United Nations Climate Summit (COP 27), Save Soil was featured
in the G20 Global Land Initiative Panel discussion as one of the promising
global initiatives that can contribute to the G20's aspiration of reducing
degraded lands by 50% by 2040.

The Govt. of Guyana will allocate 100 sq. km of land and, with the help
of the Save Soil team, work with the farmers to increase the soil organic
matter to 3-6%, and create a demonstrable model for the world.
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Save Soil hosted a Digital Experts Roundtable on World Soil Day,
December 5, 2022, to discuss the most urgent questions regarding
revitalizing soil through policy. 155 soil experts from 31 countries joined
Sadhguru at the event.

Mayors of over 50 cities in North America, including New York City,
Washington DC, and Edmonton, to name a few, proclaimed 21 March as
Save Soil Day.

Nepal's Ministries of Environment and Agriculture presented a Letter of
Solidarity, extending their support for the movement. The government also
pledged to plant 30,000 trees to Save Soil.

Rt Hon Lord Benyon (Parliament Under Secretary of State at the
Department of Environment, Food and Rural Affairs) has welcomed the
work of Sadhguru and the Save Soil movement in raising awareness of the
importance of healthy soil.

Several countries, including the UAE, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Bulgaria,
Italy, the Vatican, the Republic of Suriname, and Nigeria, along with
organizations such as the Commonwealth of Nations and the Muslim
World League, have expressed their support for the Save Soil movement.

The Italian research organization Council for Agricultural Research and
Economics (CREA) invited Save Soil to be an official stakeholder in the
European Joint Program for Sail.

Save Soil was selected as a Webby People’s Voice Winner in the category
of Social Media - Sustainability & Environment, recognizing the awareness
created through social media content focused on sustainability, climate,
and environmental issues.
